DON LENSCHOW  

 
On March 29, this very sad message 
was received from Tim Moran: 
 
" Most, if not all, of you are aware that Don 

Lenschow has, in his words, "....hit a little speed 
bump....".  For those not aware, a few weeks 
ago, Don was diagnosed with Stage 4 Lung 
Cancer (non-small cell carcinoma).  The cancer 
was found in several areas.  His treatment 
began with radiation directed to shrink the 
tumor in his head.  The results were positive.  
Next, he began receiving Chemo at three-week 
intervals.  To date he has had two Chemo 
treatments. 
 
Last Monday, March 22nd, Don was readmitted 
to the hospital due to weakness and difficulty 
swallowing.  The diagnosis was that one of the 
tumors was pressing on his esophagus.  This 
tumor is now being treated daily with radiation -- 
with a total of ten daily treatments projected. 
 
Kay called this morning, saying Don's 
defibrillator had been activated twice during the 
night.  This afternoon, Kay indicated Don's 
heart was beating erratically, his blood pressure 
was unstable; and he had been relocated to the 
Cardiac Ward.  We will be checking with Kay 
again tomorrow; and I will send periodic 
updates as to how Don is doing." 
 
Last night, Sherry and I went to the Decatur 
hospital to visit with Don and Kay. 
  
In MY opinion, Don is not doing well.  Even with 
him lying down, wrapped in a blanket, and 
completely still, his heart rate was in the low 
90's spiking to over 100 if he did moved at 
all.  Normal for most of us walking or sitting is 
72 beats.  Added to that, the time/dwell 
between heart beats was all over the place.  
Short periods, long periods, multiple quick 
beats, etc. 

 
Even though he was on oxygen (O2), his 
blood/oxygen level was in the low 80%.  When I 
was in a couple of months ago for an upper GI, 
mine was 98-99%. 
 
A couple of nights ago, his pacemaker/ 
defibrillator unit hit him twice.  He explained that

Before we went back into Don's room, Kay walked down the hall to where Sherry and I were 
and she was visibly shaken and fighting back tears.    
  
Of course, Don & Kay are not going to Round Up, but honestly I don't think that he'll live that long.  I am afraid for 
him....... 
  
Surprise !  This (Tuesday) morning Kay called and said that Don is home.  Sherry and I suspect that yesterdays talk 
with the Dr. was him telling them that they had done all that they could for him and they were sending him home to 
spend his last hours/days at home. 
  
BIGGER Surprise.  This morning, Lomax and someone else showed up to see Don.  Apparently Lomax made a 
Bonsai Run to get here before Don is gone.  I'm glad that he did.  I think time is short.  Don's son comes in Thursday 
from working in Korea.  I hope that he makes it in time.

APRIL PROJECT OF THE MONTH 

 By Mike McPhail 

 

  It took three months, but now all four wheels have as-new brakes!  Not so fast. What about 

the other stuff? Brake boosters may need some attention, and a brand new one will almost certainly improve 

braking. Some styles of booster can be rebuilt at home, but a new unit, or at least one that has been 

professionally overhauled is probably best. Brake rotors often need changing due to wear or warping, and 

replacements are fairly cheap. 

 

  Of course, no brake job is complete until the master cylinder has been taken care of. Unless you are 

a glutton for punishment, a brand spanking new one is the way to go. If you chose to recycle, repair kits are 

available for next to nothing. Just be sure that the cylinder bore is smooth and rust free. Pay careful attention 

to the surface at the end of the bore that seals off the reservoir. A leak here will cause some of the fluid to 

escape when the brakes are applied. Press on the pedal and watch the level in the reservoir to identify this 

potential problem. 

 

 A car that has been sitting for a long time will probably have serious pitting in the cylinder bore, 

while the cylinder from a runner will be the best candidate for rebuilding. Follow the same procedure as with 

wheel cylinders, although you will find that master cylinders are more complicated. You might want to look 

in the repair manual before getting too carried away! After reassembling the master cylinder, blow into the 

reservoir or reservoir line to be sure that the passage to the master cylinder bore is open when the piston is 

ñat restò. Press the piston into the bore slightly, and the passage should be sealed off. You may be able to 

plug the brake line orifice with a spare bleed screw and test the cylinderôs ability to hold pressure. This is 

pretty easy if the reservoir is attached and you are able to get brake fluid into the bore.

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 Speaking of brake fluid, letôs talk about Castrol LMA verses Silicone. These are the only fluids that 

this writer recommends, so donôt you dare use anything else! Most conventional brake fluids are nearly 

clear, while Silicone fluids are often purple or some other queer color. If you are not sure of what is in your 

system, add a few drops of the fluid to an ounce of water. For you metric system guys, that is about a shot 

glass full. The conventional fluid will disappear, while the Silicone will not mix. As you know, conventional 

DOT4 brake fluid is cheap and is also an excellent paint remover. 

  

 If you are using Silicone, watch the knucklehead at the state inspection station, because he will surely 

top you up with some brand-X fluid. Rumor has it that mixing the two will cause instant brake failure and 

necessitate a complete rebuild! This may be hard to believe, but I certainly would not chance it. For this 

reason, donôt switch from one to the other except when completely overhauling the entire system. 

 

 If you are not worried about getting brake fluid onto the carôs painted surfaces then there is no reason 

to use anything but the Castrol product. The price of a container of Silicone brake fluid is several times that 

of regular fluid, but there is the advantage of saving your fancy new paint job. The major disadvantage of 

Silicone is that air dissolves quite easily into it, giving it a spongy feel. This can be avoided by not using the 

traditional ñpump the brake pedal to bleed the brakesò procedure. I found however, that a trip to Leadville, 

Colorado (elevation 10,152) will remove excess air from a system using Silicone fluid. If this is not 

convenient, use an alternative method to bleed the brakes. 

 

 The tried and true method of bleeding the brakes requires an assistant that can distinguish the brake 

pedal from the clutch pedal and follow simple instructions without argument. This eliminates the possibility 

of help from the wife, so buy some more beer and give your best buddy a call.  

 Start with a full reservoir, and then gently tap the brake pedal to coax as much air out of the master 

cylinder and into the reservoir as possible. Next, go to the furthest wheel and loosen the bleeder screw after 

placing a clear length of vinyl tubing over the end. Put the other end of the tube into a suitable container. 

Wrapping the threads of the screw with Teflon tape will keep the air from passing into the cylinder around 

the bleeder. Have your buddy press the brake pedal to the floor when you open the screw half a turn. Close 

the screw while the pedal is down, and then have him let the pedal up. Do this until no bubbles appear in the 

fluid, or until at least two ounces of fluid come out. Check the fluid level often. Follow this procedure on the 

other wheels. When all four wheels are bled, check the pedal for firmness. If the brakes are mushy, repeat 

the bleeding process. Since you have the rear brakes adjusted up tight, the pedal should have very little play. 

If satisfied, adjust the rear brake drums so that they just barely drag. 

 

 If you are like me and donôt have any friends, there are a couple of other ways to bleed the brakes 

that donôt require anyone to pump the pedal. Kits are available with special caps to pressurize the master 

cylinder, forcing fluid out at the wheels as you open the screws. This works pretty good, but my favorite 

method is using the Mighty-Vac to suck the fluid out at the wheel cylinders. This is the recommended way 

to bleed the system when using Silicone fluid. When you are satisfied that all the air is out of the system, 

wipe off excess fluid, replace the caps on the bleeder screws and go for a test drive! When you get back, 

stick your head under the car and check for leaks. If all is well, sit down and finish that six-pack. Otherwise, 

same thing!

NON ALCOHOLIC SELF GUIDED TOURS 

 
WILLOW CITY LOOP & ENCHANTED ROCK STATE NATURAL AREA  

Willow City Loop is considered by some to be one of the top ten scenic tours in Texas, especially when the bluebonnets and other 

wild flowers are in bloom.  Enchanted Rock is a massive dome of pink granite.  A hike up to the rock's summit will be rewarded 

by a panoramic view of the Texas Hill Country. 

This sixty mile tour will take a little less than two hours driving time.  More time may be required if sightseeing traffic on the 

Willow City Loop is heavy.  Provide additional time if you plan to stop for lunch or to hike the Enchanted Rock.  The Willow City 

Loop runs through private property and is very narrow with recommended speeds of no more than 25 - 30 MPH.  Slow down for 

the many rough cattle guards.  There are no gas stations once you leave Fredericksburg. 

Distances in the following instructions are cumulative; set your trip odometer to zero before leaving the hotel. 
1. Turn right out of the hotel parking lot on to US 87 (S. Washington St.) and proceed to E. Main St. at the traffic light. 

2. Turn left on E. Main Street and proceed to SR 16 (N. Llano St.) - 0.5 miles.  

3. Turn right on SR 16 and proceed to FM 1323 - 13.4 miles. 

4. Turn right on FM 1323. 

5. If its lunch time, you might want to stop at the Knot in the Loop Saloon which will be on your right just after you turn on 

FM 1323.  They are known for their Angus beef burgers and advertise that they "open at noon - sometimes earlier".  The 

burgers are great, but the parking lot is very rough.  You may want to park on the side of the road to save your exhaust 

pipes. 

6. After you turn, or after lunch, proceed on FM 1323 to Willow City - 16 miles.  Watch for, and follow the Willow City 

Loop signs.  The Loop will end at SR 16 - 29 miles. 

7. Turn right on SR 16 and proceed to FM 965 - 33 miles.  (See note at the bottom of page.) 

8. The Enchanted Rock State Nature Area will be on your right about eight miles after you turn on FM 965. 

9. Continue on FM 965 to Main Street in Fredericksburg - 58 miles. 

10. Turn left on Main Street and proceed to US 87 (S. Washington St.) - 58.9 miles. 

11. Turn Right on US 87 and Proceed to the hotel - 60 miles. 

If, after completing the Willow City Loop, you decide to return to Fredericksburg, simply turn left on SR 16 at instruction 7.  This 

will shorten the tour by about 11 miles and 15 minutes driving time

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LUCKENBACH, OLD TUNNEL AND THE WILD SEED FARM  

 
This thirty six mile tour can be driven in about 1.5 hours.  However, you will want to stop in Luckenbach, where "Everybody's 

Somebody", at the Old Tunnel Wildlife Management Area and at Wildseed Farms, the largest working wildseed farm in the 

nation. 

All roads are paved.  However, there are a few large potholes.  Be careful.  We don't carry wheel or exhaust system insurance.  

Distances in the following instructions are cumulative; set your trip odometer to zero before leaving the hotel. 

1. Turn right out of the hotel parking lot on to US 87 (S. Washington St.) and proceed to E. Main St. (US 290) at the traffic 

light. 

2. Turn right on E. Main Street and proceed to Old San Antonio Rd. - 2.7 miles.  

3. Turn right on Old San Antonio Rd and proceed to Old Tunnel Wildlife Management Area - 13.2 miles. 

4. Old Tunnel Wildlife Management Area will be on your left at the top of the hill.  A half mile nature trail is open 365 days 

a year.  From April through October, the tunnel is the home of over three million bats. If you are in the area toward dusk 

you may witness the evening emergence of the bat colony. 

5. If it's lunch time, you may want to stop at the Alamo Springs General Store and Cafe located right next to the bat cave.  

Mike McPhail reports that "it is good.  They have some outside seating and sell beer " . Turn left off of 

Old San Antonio Rd. onto Alamo Road and go a short distance to 107. The restaurant is on the right. 

6. After visiting the Old Tunnel, reverse directions and proceed to Grapetown Rd. - 16.8 miles. 

7. Turn right on Grapetown Rd and proceed to FM 1376 - 21.6 miles.   

8. The right on 1376 and proceed to Luckenback Town Loop - 22.1 miles. 

9. Turn right onto the second Luckenback Town Loop entrance and visit the Post Office a.k.a. The Beer Joint.  Lunch? 

10. Exit Luckenback the same way you entered and turn left on FM 1376 and proceed to Luckenback Rd. This is almost 

immediately after you turn on to 1376. 

11.  Turn right onto Luckenback Rd. and proceed to US 290 - 26.4 miles. 

12. Turn left on US 290 and proceed to Wildseed Farms on the right - 28.1 miles. 

13. Visit Wildseed Farms. 

14. Exit Wildseed Farms and turn right on US 290.  In Fredericksburg proceed to US 87 - 36.0 miles 

15. Turn left on US 87 and Proceed to the hotel - 36.1 miles. 

WALKING TOUR & OTHER THINGS TO DO IN FREDERICKSBURG  
The Roundup 30 hotel is conveniently located just a short block from Main Street where many of the area's attractions are located.  

Just turn right from the hotel parking lot onto US 87 (S. Washington ST.) and go to the traffic light on Main Street (US 290).  

Most of the shopping and attractions are located to the left on Main Street.  The Fredericksburg Brewing Company, a brew pub 

and restaurant, is located at 245 East Main Street, in the second block West (left) from Washington Street. 

Among the attractions are: 

 

1. The National Museum of the Pacific War is located on the northwest corner of Washington and Main.  If you are at all 

interested in the history of World War II, this is a must.  The museum complex includes the Admiral Nimitz Museum.  A 

native of Fredericksburg, Chester Nimitz was Commander of the Pacific Fleet during the war.  Allow at least two hours 

for your visit to this fabulous exhibition.      
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2. The Vereins Kirche (Society Church) museum is located four blocks west of Washington Street, at Market Square on the 

north side of Main Street.  This is a replica of a church built in 1847.  Admission to the Vereins Kirche includes 

admission to the Pioneer Museum which is another three blocks west on the south side of Main Street. 

3. The Pioneer Museum, located at 309 West Main Street, features a pioneer home, general store, blacksmith shop, and 

more. 

Additional information about these, and other, attractions can be found at the Fredericksburg Chamber of Commerce Visitors 

Center located on East Austin Street and Lincoln Street.  This is one block north of Main Street and one block west of 

Washington. 

 
Another attraction, not really within walking distance of the Fredericksburg Inn, is the Street of Dreams.  This seller of 

vintage automobiles is located at 156 FM 2093.  Their offerings are primarily American cars from the 1950s and 60s, with 

some trucks and motor cycles thrown in. 

If interested, you can reach the Street of Dreams by turning left onto US 87 (S. Washington Street) as you leave the hotel 

parking lot.  Proceed to Highway Street (about 0.6 mile) and turn right.  Highway Street will end when you reach SR 16 

(Adams Street).  Turn left and proceed for 1.1 miles to FM 2093.  Turn right on FM 2093.  Street of Dreams will be on the 

right.  Hours are 10 AM to 6 PM on Friday and 10 AM to 4 PM on Saturday.
