AHCA currently publishes, at an approximate cos
of $14,000, a Membership Directory for distiib
tion to all members annually. It was proposed to
publish the Directory every other yea Since D
rectories are provided to all new AHCA members,
print quantities would need to be increased during
publication years, thereby somewhat decreasing
anticipated cost savings.

The Delegates directed a study group to review the
proposal and theactual savings that would result
from it, as well as other ways to reduce costs.
Possible ways to reduce cost, while continuing to
publish annually, include: changes in size, binding
and paper thickness; elimination of the card stock
in the front part; maling the Directory along with
the Healey Marque. Postage is about 40% of the
total cost of the Directory.

Delegates were asked by the AHCA officers tg
present this proposal to the local club membership
and report back our thoughts.

AHCA officers will consider the study groupae
ommendations at their planning meeting in March
Please let me know your thoughts bymalil
(jkrich@gvtc.com If you like, choose from the
following and add other comments:

This is the 32nd annual Texas Healey Roundup and the first time we have held our event in Bastrop. This
small Texas town, about 50 miles east of Austin, has been a favorite Healey destination for many years. It
is located on the banks of the Colorado River at the historic crossing of EI Camino Real, the royal road from
Mexico City to East Texas (now Texas Highway 21).

In the past, Bastrop lacked a hotel that could accommodate Roundup--but that has changed in the past
couple of years. This year our host hotel is the Hampton Inn where we have reserved a block of 60 rooms,
each of which is $89 per night. As always, | suggest you make your room reservations early.

Of even greater importance is to send in your Roundup registration form. This year more than ever there is
some urgency. Notice a special line on the registration form appealing for your donation to the Ba-
strop Volunteer Fire Department. In September 2011, long after we had selected Bastrop as our Roun-
dup destination, a large area surrounding the city, including the Lost Pines forest of Bastrop State Park,
was completely destroyed by severe wildfires. In addition to the forest and wild life, 1400 homes were de-
stroyed and many more left uninhabitable by smoke damage.

Fifteen volunteers of the Bastrop-area fire departments lost their own homes while fighting the wildfires
elsewhere in the county. In addition, two major pieces of firefighting equipment were trapped and con-
summed in the fire.

The Gulf Coast Healey Club has elected to donate $1,000 to the Bastrop County Firefighters Association.
We encourage you to contribute to this very worthy cause by taking advantage of the donation line
on the registration form. Your individual donation will be combined with this initial gift. Or, if you choose,
your gift can be sent directly to the Bastrop County Firefighters Association, c/o Chief Henry Perry, Trea-
surer, PO Box 817, Bastrop, TX 78602.

We look forward to seeing you at THR 32 in Bastrop, and hope you choose to help the Bastrop Volunteer
